Numeracy


This term we will be:

Counting and making amounts of treasure to 20p using 1p, 2p, 5p, 10p, 20p.


Buying items at the pirate shop, finding the total cost and giving change from 10p and 20p.


Identifying and discussing the properties of 3D shapes.

Please continue to practice initial sounds using sound book and sound out and read words in word book.


Look for, sound out and read, multi-syllable words.


 Your child has two written homeworks each week.  Please encourage neat presentation and handwriting using our writing scheme.

This term we will be:


Using all the sounds of the alphabet to build multi-syllable words through stage 3 of our Linguistic Phonics Programme.


Continuing to sound out to read Ginn level 3 words and introducing your child to their new level 4 words.


Writing sentences independently using key words and pirate vocabulary. 


Describing characters from familiar stories and from their own imagination.


Know how to pose questions.


Learning when to use capital letters and full stops in our writing.


Continuing to write the letters of the alphabet correctly.
